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- National inflation from April 2021 to April 2022 was 23.6%.

- National month-on-month inflation from March 2021 to April 2022 was 5.1%.

- Food and Non-Alcoholic Beverages inflation was 26.6% and Non-Food inflation 21.3%.

- Regional inflation was between 26.7% in Central region and 18.4% in the Upper East Region.
